the week, he was #1 in putts per G.I.R. 
and in putts per round. The 37-year-
old Swede played seven seasons on 

the PGA Tour from 2004-2010, winning 
twice. He has three Nationwide Tour titles.   

Playing before a partisan crowd in his native Spain, Miguel Angel Jimenez gave his 
fans plenty to cheer about at the Andalucia Masters. He finished second by a shot, 
finishing at 5 under after rounds of 71-70-68-70 that included two eagles on 
Saturday. “The Mechanic” tees it up this week at the WGC-HSBC Champions.
